High intensity radiation. 
Usually high power radars or 
microwave transmissions. 
Don’t go here, you can get 
fried.

R105/2.0. Restricted Airspace 
up to 2,000 feet. Restricted = 
don’t go there (in this case 
because you’ll annoy Charles & 
Camilla)

AIAA = Area of Intense Air 
Activity. Bounded by row of 
diamonds and in this example from 
Surface up to 5000 feet. You can 
fly through AIAA’s but real-world 
you are strongly advised to seek a 
radar service.

P106/2.5. Prohibited Airspace up 
to 2,500ft. Self-explanatory! This 
one is Harwell where they play 
with atomic stuff.

Gloucester NDB (the GST) with 
frequency 331. Also a DME 
transmitter on frequency 
115.55.  Use both and you’ll 
get the bearing to the NDB 
and Distance from the DME.

M = Microlight site
Airfield beneath Class D 
Controlled Airspace. CAS is at 
3,500 here so you can fly into 
this airfield below 3,500 and still 
be in uncontrolled airspace.

X = a Disused Airfield, still visible 
on photo scenery and thus you 
can use it as a reporting point. 
You would refer to something like 
“overhead Moreton-in-the-Marsh 
Disused”

+ = a VRP (Visual Reference 
Point), always labelled and 
named.

Parachuting Site – a bit 
obvious that one!

Class A Airway N859 
above you. Note how the 
base of it varies in 
different areas.

Big numbers all over the chart 
indicate the Maximum 
Elevation in the area. In this 
case the highest point of 
terrain in the area is 1,400ft.
Give yourself a breathing 
space above that since this is 
NOT the same as Minimum 
Safe Altitude (MSA).
